Culturally informed knowledge: Familiarity with
relevant literature, research, alternative
evaluation methods, legal issues, and local
Native American cultures is necessary.

Cross-cultural competence: Emphasizing
cross-cultural counseling, recognizing the
impact of historical assimilation efforts, and
respecting Native American values and
beliefs are essential in supporting Native
American children and families.
